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EXECUTTVE ST'UUARY

On December 30, 1999, the State of NewJersey and the United States of America
agreed upon the terms of a Consent Decree in Civil No. 99-5970 (MLC) ("Consent
Decree"). Pursuant to Consent Decree 1[1 14, the State published the first semiannual
public report of aggregate data on June 27, 2OOO ("First Data Report"), the second
semiannual public report of aggregate data on Januar5r 10, 2001 ("Second Data Report"),
the third semiannual public report of aggregate data on July 17, 2OOI ("Third Data
Report") and the fourth semiannual public report of aggregate data on January 28,2OO2
("Fourth Data Report"). The First Data Report contained information in Motor Vehicle
Tables and a Misconduct Investigation Table for the four-month period January 1, 2000
through April 30, 2AOO. The Second Data Report contained this information for the six-
month period May 1, 2OOO through October 3l,2OOO. The Third Data Report contained
this information for the six-month period November 1, 2OOO through April3O, 2001. The
Fourth Data Report contained this information for the six-month period May L,2OOI
through October 31, 2001.

Pursuant to Consent Decree nlI4, this is the fifth semiannual public report of
aggregate data ("Fifth Data Report"). This Fifth Data Report contains information in
Motor Vehicle Tables (Exhibits A-G) and Misconduct Investigation Table (Exhibit H) for
the six-month period November 1, 2001 through April 30, 2OO2 which is retrievable
through presently existing technologr and procedures.

Data is reported in the Fifth Data Report using the format of the Fourth Data
Report. In the Motor Vehicle Tables, the following data for motor vehicle stops is
reported:

A. Total Stops:

1. Moving;
2. Non-moving; and
3. Other.

B. Dispositions:

1. Summons moving;
2. Summons nonmoving;
3. Warnings moving;
4. Warningsnon-moving;
5. Summons moving and warnings moving;
6. Summons non-moving and warnings non-moving;
7. Summons xrd/or warnings/moving and/or non-moving; and
B. Other.
